Its features

The Arch

The most striking highly visible fea-
ture of the new stadium will obvious-
ly be the 133 meters all arch that sits
above the North stand. The steel
arch is 315 meters long and will
become the longest single roof struc-

ture in the world, it will be visible
right across London.

The Bowl 

A key feature the stadium has is that
almost all the spectators sit in a bowl
ratter than four separate stands, the
capacity is a whooping 90,000 seats
with every seat under cover.

Sliding roof 

7,000 ton roof is over 11 acres, four
acres of which are moveable. The
roof rises to 52 metres above the
pitch. For this reason, the sliding roof
remains an integral part of the
design for the new Wembley stadi-
um. Options such as a palletised 

pitch (moving a patchwork pitch in
and out of the stadium betweens
events) or regularly re-laying the
pitch were rejected as inappropriate
for Wembley. 

Who designed it? 

The new Wembley is designed by
the world-renowned architectural firm
HOK Sport and Foster and Partners.
Specially assembled for the project,
they have ensured that the state-of-
the-art facilities are matched by a
design that creates an electric
atmosphere- making it the ultimate
stage for major events. It will be the
most expensive stadium ever built at
a cost of £798 million.

Personally, I can’t wait till Wembley
hosts its first England International.
Getting to see England in its home
Stadium and not just using different
club’s grounds will be brilliant. Who
knows we may even have some glo-
rious years to come. This will bring
publicity to London and worldwide
football fans.
